St. Anne School is offering a summer program for students entering kindergarten through eighth
grade. This yearOs fiveveek program will begin June 11and end July 13. July 4th will be a school
holiday. The summer school instructional day will run from 8:30 a.m. - 1:00 p.m. In an attempt to
meet the various needs of families, we are offering an afternoon program following the 1:00 p.m.
